WINFIELD RECREATION COMMISSION

MINUTES OF APRIL 11, 2022
The April meeting of the Winfield Recreation Commission was called to order at 1:16pm by Chair Scott Gill.  Members present were Jason VenJohn and Wendy Burton.  Joe Wood and Marcia McIntire were absent.  
There was no one present for public comments.

The minutes of the March 14, 2022 were reviewed.  Wendy Burton moved and Jason VenJohn seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.

In reviewing March bills, Troy Moree added payments of $1,473.84.  Jason VenJohn moved and Wendy Burton seconded the approval of the payment of bills in the amount of $35,168.52.

The financial report was given by Superintendent Troy Moree as he indicated the expenditures for the month of March totaled $47,737.35 and year-to-date expenditures of $650,025.68 which represents 68% of the general fund expended.  Expenses in the Employee Benefit Fund totaled $9,186.84 and year-to-date expenditures of $87,128.73 which represents 67% of the fund expended.  Revenue received for the month of March included tax revenue of $17,027.47 and generated revenue through fees and charges of $34,059.75 for a total of $51,087.22.  Year-to-date totals include tax revenue of $379,534.11 and generated revenue of $203,280.09 for a total of $582,814.20.  Revenue received in the Employee Benefit Fund for the month of March was $2,934.14 and year-to-date revenue totaled $65,419.54.  Cash balance in the general fund was $621,007.41, cash balance in the Employee Benefit Fund was $28,507.34 and cash balance in the petty cash fund was $150.00 for a total cash balance of $649,664.75.  Cash balance in the checking account was $70,982.35 and cash balance in the money market account was $578,532.40.  Cash balance in the Special Activities Account was $5,719.06, cash balance in the Legacy Foundation Scholarship Account was $11,180.42 and cash balance in the Legacy Foundation Indoor Pool Account was $271,151.30.
The March participation report was given with the Fitness Center membership standing at 1,116, activity participation at 7,803, pool activities at 58 and senior activities at 67 for a total of 7,928.  

DISCUSSION ITEMS:

Troy Moree gave the Superintendent’s report.


Bank Account Signature Cards
Moree informed the commission that signature cards on the Winfield Recreation Commission’s checking and Money Market Accounts need updated.  After some discussion, Jason VenJohn moved and Wendy Burton seconded the motion to add Scott Gill, Joe Wood, Marcia McIntire, Jason VenJohn and Wendy Burton to the Winfield Recreation Commission’s Checking and Money Market Accounts with Union State Bank.
Mid-States Fitness Proposal for Cardio Sound System
Moree presented a proposal from Mid-States Fitness Equipment for a AudioFetch system in the Fitness Center.  This system would replace the Cardio TV over time as new equipment is purchased.  The receivers on the Cardio TV system are no longer available.  Jason VenJohn moved and Wendy Burton seconded the motion to accept the proposal from Mid-States Fitness Equipment for the AudioFetch system for $4,637.00.
Insurance Quotes

Moree presented a list of insurance coverages from IMA Select, formerly Buterbaugh & Handlin, for the 2022-2023 budget year.    After reviewing the quotes, Wendy Burton moved and Jason VenJohn seconded the motion to approve the insurance quote from IMA Select for the 2022-2023 budget year.

Insurance Renewal
Moree presented 5 different options for renewing employee health insurance coverage through Blue Cross Blue Shield of Kansas.  The commission discussed the benefits of changing to a level funded plan.  After reviewing options, the commission agreed to providing a level funded plan for employee health insurance through Blue Cross Blue Shield.  The commission agreed to a tiered employee benefit allowance by giving an employee with a family $1,000 a month insurance allowance instead of $800.  Moree will revise the policy manual for the May meeting.  
Pool Project Update

Moree informed the commission that repairs are still being done to the Southwestern College Indoor Pool.  The filters have been placed in the men’s locker room.  The liner is being placed in the pit.  An opening date has not been determined but it might be by the end of the month.
Candi Fox gave the Assistant Superintendent’s report.

Spring Activity Enrollment Totals

Fox presented the Spring enrollment totals.  7 for Early Bird Workout, 26 for Fit Over Fifty, 21 in Gentle Yoga, 16 in Chair Yoga, 16 for Silver Sneakers, 9 for Strong Nation, 21 for Aqua Cardio & Strength, 5 for Silver Sneakers Splash, 12 for Intro to Dance, 22 for Gymnastics, and 12 for Spin Classes.

Revenue/Expense Summaries

Fox presented the following revenue expense summaries:  Mother & Daughter Day at the Zoo which showed a net gain of $413.54, Uniquely Abled Egg Hunt which showed a net loss of $302.71, Family Flashlight Egg Hunt which showed a net loss of $1,139.61 and Pooch Egg Hunt which showed a net gain of $46.73.
April Special Events
Fox informed the commission that trees will be delivered to all USD 465 1st graders on Thursday, April 21 for Arbor Day.  An Agriculture class at WHS will help prepare the trees.

Fox announced that the Youth Track Meet will be held on Sunday, April 24 at 1:00pm at the Southwestern College Stadium.

Fox also announced the Whittier Elementary 3rd-5th graders will be participating in a 1-mile Run on April 29th.  All students who finish the mile run in under 20 minutes will receive a ribbon from the WRC from the WRC.  This was the second 1-mile run for Whittier students.  
Fox informed the commission that the St. Patty’s Day Co-Rec Softball Tournament will be made up on Saturday, April 30. 
Fox presented fliers on the Adult Cornhole Tournament that will be held on Saturday, May 7 and the Adult/Child Tournament that will be held on Sunday, May 8.
Wesley Joy gave the Sports Director’s report.

Sports Registration Report
Joy gave the Sports Registration Report which showed 404 kids signed up for outdoor youth soccer, 242 for youth baseball/softball leagues and 110 the youth track program.  The report also showed 11 teams signed up for the St. Patrick’s Day Softball Tournament, 12 teams signed up for adult spring volleyball leagues, 34 teams for adult spring cornhole leagues and 6 teams for men’s spring softball leagues.
