WINFIELD RECREATION COMMISSION

MINUTES OF AUGUST 8, 2022
The August meeting of the Winfield Recreation Commission was called to order at 3:34pm by Vice Chair Joe Wood.  Members present were Marcia McIntire, Wendy Burton and Jason VenJohn.  Scott Gill was absent.
There was no one present for public comments. 
The minutes of the July 11, 2022 meeting were reviewed.  Wendy Burton moved and Jason VenJohn seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written. 

In reviewing July bills, Troy Moree added additional payments in the total of $26,168.89.  Marcia McIntire moved and Jason VenJohn seconded the approval of the payment of bills in the amount of $138,169.01.

The financial report was given by Superintendent Troy Moree as he indicated the expenditures for the month of July totaled $123,081.24 which represents 13% of the 2022-23 general fund expended.  Expenses in the Employee Benefit Fund totaled $10,283.64 which represents 7% of the fund expended.  Revenue received for the month of July included generated revenue through fees and charges of $21,564.00.  Cash balance in the general fund was $593,576.50, cash balance in the Employee Benefit Fund was $20,194.81 and cash balance in the petty cash fund was $150.00 for a total cash balance of $613,921.31.  Cash balance in the checking account was $134,786.72 and cash balance in the money market account was $478,984.59.  Cash balance in the Special Activities Account was $6,404.34, cash balance in the Legacy Foundation Scholarship Account was $2,809.81 and cash balance in the Legacy Foundation Pool Account was $38,557.30.
The July participation report was given with the Fitness Center membership standing at 1,031, activity participation at 7,055, pool activities at 3,194 and senior activities at 80 for a total of 10,329.

Morton Buildings Proposal
Moree presented a bid from Morton Buildings, Inc. to renovate the WRC storage area in the shed at the Broadway Recreation Complex.  After some discussion, Jason VenJohn moved and Marcia McIntire seconded the motion to approve the bid from Morton Buildings, Inc. to renovate the storage shed at the Broadway Sports Complex for $11,493.00.
Pool Project Change Order Proposal
Moree presented a change order from Hutton Facility Services to replace tiles and grout in the lane lines in the bottom of the pool.  Jason VenJohn moved and Wendy Burton seconded the motion approve the change order from Hutton Facility Services to replace tiles and grout pool lane lines for $4,878.00.
BSN Proposal for New Soccer Goals
Moree presented a bid from BSN Sports for two sets of soccer goals.  After some discussion, Marcia McIntire moved and Wendy Burton seconded the motion to purchase two sets of soccer goals from BSN Sports for $4,454.98 which includes shipping.

Moree announced that the Revenue Neutral Rate Hearing and the 2022-23 Budget Hearing will be held on September 12 at 3:30pm.
