WINFIELD RECREATION COMMISSION

MINUTES OF JUNE 13, 2022
The June meeting of the Winfield Recreation Commission was called to order at 1:10pm by Chair Scott Gill.  Members present were Marcia McIntire and Wendy Burton.  Joe Wood and Jason VenJohn were absent.  
Under public comments, Marcia McIntire stated that the ribbon cutting ceremony at Albright Park was very nice.
The minutes of the May 9, 2022 regular meeting were reviewed.  Marcia McIntire moved and Wendy Burton seconded the motion to approve the minutes as presented.    
After reviewing May bills plus a list of bill additions, Marcia McIntire moved and Wendy Burton seconded the approval of the payment of bills in the amount of $46,601.52.

The financial report was given by Superintendent Troy Moree as he indicated the expenditures for the month of May totaled $61,382.95 and year-to-date expenditures of $788,942.26 which represents 82% of the general fund expended.  Expenses in the Employee Benefit Fund totaled $9,362.67 and year-to-date expenditures of $105,934.75 which represents 81% of the fund expended.  Revenue received for the month of May included generated revenue through fees and charges of $25,608.77.  Year-to-date totals include tax revenue of $379,534.11 and generated revenue of $263,432.75 for a total of $642,966.86.  Year-to-date revenue in the Employee Benefit Fund totaled $65,419.54.  Cash balance in the general fund was $542,243.49, cash balance in the Employee Benefit Fund was $9,701.32 and cash balance in the petty cash fund was $150.00 for a total cash balance of $552,094.81.  Cash balance in the checking account was $73,203.55 and cash balance in the money market account was $478,741.26.  Cash balance in the Special Activities Account was $6,481.06, cash balance in the Legacy Foundation Scholarship account is $11,025.41 and cash balance in the Legacy Foundation Indoor Pool account is $38,557.30.   

The May participation report was given with the Fitness Center membership standing at 1,082, activity participation at 8,560, pool activities at 0 and senior activities at 62 for a total of 8,613.
Superintendent’s Report:
Troy Moree gave the Superintendent’s report.
Employee Benefit Package Policy
Moree presented another revised Employee Benefit Package which gives any employee who elects to participate in the WRC group insurance policies up to $1,000 per month paid for employee, employee/spouse, employee/child and employee/family by the Winfield Recreation Commission.  Marcia McIntire moved and Wendy Burton seconded the motion to approve the policy as revised.   

Premium Only Plan

Moree asked the commission to approve the Premium Only Plan which make insurance premiums paid by employees tax free.  Wendy Burton moved and Marcia McIntire seconded the motion to approve the Premium Only Plan for the 2022-23 budget year.
Pool Project Change Order Proposal
Moree presented a change order from Hutton Facility Service to repair the leak at the Southwestern College Indoor Pool.  Marcia McIntire moved and Wendy Burton seconded the motion to approve the change order from Hutton Facility Service to repair the leak in the Southwestern College Indoor Pool for $21,900.00.   

Proposed Capital Outlay Budget & Budget 2022/23
Moree presented the 2022-23 capital outlay budget and 2022-23 budget.  The proposed capital outlay budget was $137,000.  The proposed 2022-23 General Fund budget was $949,083 and the proposed Employee Benefit Fund budget was $145,000.  The budget will be approved at the July meeting and the budget hearing will be held in September.
Downstream Casino Trip Profit/Loss Report
Moree presented the profit/loss summary from the Downstream Casino Trip.  The report showed a net loss of $7.00.   

Pickleball Tournament Profit/Loss Report
Moree presented the profit/loss summary from Pickleball Tournament.  The report showed a net gain of $3.00.   

2-Person Golf Tournament Profit/Loss Report
Moree presented the profit/loss summary from 2-person Golf Tournament.  The report showed a net gain of $60.00.   

Assistant Superintendent’s Report:

Candi Fox gave the Assistant Superintendent’s report.

Hotdog Night with the Moos
Fox announced that the WRC will be serving a free hotdog meal to the first 300 people at the Midwest Moos game on Sunday, June 26 at 6:00pm. Wiffle Ball Tournament
