WINFIELD RECREATION COMMISSION

MINUTES OF MAY 9, 2022
The May meeting of the Winfield Recreation Commission was called to order at 1:10pm by Chair Scott Gill.  Members present were Marcia McIntire, Joe Wood and Jason VenJohn.  Wendy Burton was absent.
There was no one present for public comments.

The minutes of the April 11, 2022 regular meeting were reviewed.  Joe Wood moved and Jason VenJohn seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.

After reviewing April bills, Joe Wood moved and Jason VenJohn seconded the approval of the payment of bills for April in the amount of $61,558.13.

Financial reports for the month of April were given to the board.  The financial report was given by Superintendent Troy Moree as he indicated the expenditures for the month of April totaled $77,533.63 and year-to-date expenditures of $727,559.31 which represents 76% of the general fund expended.  Expenses in the Employee Benefit Fund totaled $9,443.35 and year-to-date expenditures of $96,572.08 which represents 74% of the fund expended.  Revenue received for the month of April through fees and charges was $34,543.89.  Year-to-date totals include tax revenue of $379,534.11 and generated revenue of $237,823.98 for a total of $617,358.09.  Year-to-date revenue in the Employee Benefit Fund totaled $65,419.54.  Cash balance in the general fund was $578,017.67, cash balance in the Employee Benefit Fund was $19,063.99 and cash balance in the petty cash fund was $150.00 for a total cash balance of $597,231.66.  Cash balance in the checking account was $118,442.03 and cash balance in the money market account was $478,639.63.  Cash balance in the Special Activities Account was $3,901.39, cash balance in the Legacy Foundation Scholarship Account was $11,025.41 and cash balance in the Legacy Foundation Indoor Pool Account was $266,220.90.
The April participation report was given with the Fitness Center membership standing at 1,099, activity participation at 9,406, pool activities at 24 and senior activities at 57 for a total of 9,487.

DISCUSSION ITEMS:

Moree gave the Superintendent’s report.

Employee Benefit Package Policy
Moree presented the revised Employee Benefit Package which gives any employee who elects to participate in the WRC group insurance polices up to $800 per month paid for employee, employee/spouse or employee/child and up to $1,000 per month paid for employee/family by the Winfield Recreation Commission.  Jason VenJohn moved and Joe Wood seconded the motion to approve the policy has revised.
Bank Account Signature Cards
Moree presented the new signature cards for the Winfield Recreation Commission accounts at Union State Bank.  All board members present signed the paperwork provided by the bank.
Revenue Neutral Rate Hearing & Budgeting Process
Moree presented information on the Revenue Neutral Rate Hearing.  Jason VenJohn moved and Joe Wood seconded the motion to the Cowley County Clerk that the Winfield Recreation Commission intends to exceed the Revenue Neutral Rate for the 2022-23 fiscal year.  Jason VenJohn voted yes, Joe Wood voted yes, Scott Gill voted yes and Marcia McIntire voted yes.  Wendy Burton was absent.  A Revenue Neutral Rate Hearing will be held on September 12, 2022 at 1:00pm at the Winfield Recreation Commission Office, 624 College, Winfield, KS.
Indoor Pool Update
Moree informed the commission that the Indoor Pool now has a leak.  Hutton Construction is preparing a proposal for a change order to find the leak.  Another proposal for a change order will be done to fix the leak.
Candi Fox gave the Assistant Superintendent’s report.

Fox announced that the WRC Summer Registration Kick-Off will be Saturday, May 21 from 8:00-10:00am at the Rec Center.

WRC 2-Person Scramble Golf Tournament

Fox also announced that the WRC will be hosting a 2-Person Scramble Golf Tournament that will be on June 3.  Registration will begin at 12:00pm with a shot-gun start at 1:00pm.  Entry fee is $50 per person.  The tournament will be held at Quail Ridge.
